FROM THE HISTORY CORNER...

METHODISM (From the book, "Understanding The Methodist Church" by
Nolan B. Harmon, c¢. 1955)

It all began in the year 1729 at Oxford University, England. John Wesley, Charles Wesley, George
Whitefield and a few other young men who were students there, banded together for the purpose
of intellectual and spiritual improvement, and to help one another become better Christians. So systematic were
they in their habits of religious duty and so regular in their rules of conduct that other students in derision called
them METHODISTS and the name stuck.

The Methodist movement did not start with the idea of founding a church or of reforming the world, but in the ear-
nest desire of a few young men to live better lives themselves. They came together to encourage one another, to
pray with one another and to study God's Word with one another. Simply wanting to be closer to God and know-
ing they could help and be helped by one another if they met regularly and asked God to bless them. They had
no idea they were starting the vast Methodist Church of the present. There were several other small religious
societies over England at that time, and the "Holy Club" - another derisive name for the group - was not extraordi-
nary except in the youth of its members and that they were students in a cold, classic university.

The first Methodist society was organized in London in 1739 by John Wesley with about ten other people and
soon grew to hundreds. A great revival of religion began to spread and in time extended throughout the world.
The Methodist movement came, as one writer said, "sweeping along like the winds which God had let loose from
his fists, swaying devout souls, breaking down stubborn sinners, overturning hopes built on false foundations, but
quenching not the smoking flax, nor breaking the bruised reed. It was Heaven's bountiful gift to the silent prayer
of the world's sorrow by reason of its great sin."

Within ten years, the outlines of the future Church were becoming visible and the patterns of its organization tak-
ing shape. There was then no idea that there would be a Methodist Church, for they were all loyal members of
the Church of England. Societies were formed in different places, but were tied to one another in what Method-
ists then and now call a "connection."

Quarterly meetings in each local church were held, and business was much as in present Quarterly Confer-
ences. Annual meetings of the preachers became known as Annual Conference. A preaching ministry began
with men speaking and witnessing and traveling in a uniform system. Methodism was off on its glorious career.
